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three-fifths vote of the members present and 
voting at a general or special membership 
meeting, with or without cause. whenever in the 
judgment of the membership the best interests of 
the Association would be served thereby. There 
shall be not less than ten days advance notice of 
any meeting where removal of an Officer or 
Trustee is contemplated. Where a disciplinary 
or removal action against an Officer or Trustee 
is the subject of the meeting, that individual 
shall neither vote nor preside. If an Officer or a 
Trustee position becomes vacant, the remaining 
members of the Board of Trustees shall appoint 
a replacement within a month of the vacancy to 
serve until the next regular election. 

Section ]0: Attendance by Officers 
and Trustees at meetings of the Board of 
Trustees, the Executive Committee and the 
membership is deemed important to the health 
of the Association. Taking meetings of the 
Board of Trustees, the Executive Committee, 
and the general membership in aggregate, 
should any Officer or Trustee have three (3) 
consecutive, or a total of five (5), unexcused 
absences in any given year, that position shall be 
considered vacant, An unexcused absence shall 
be defined as an absence from a properly 
scheduled meeting of which the President or 
his/her designee has not been previously 
notified. Because of the uniqueness of their 
duties, the Chairpersons of the Directory and 
Membership Committees shall be excused from 
the above-cited attendance requirement. 

ARTICLE V: Committees 

Section 1: The Executive Committee 
shall advise the Board of Trustees on all affairs 
of the Association. It shall be composed of the 
the Officers, the Trustees, the two most 
immediate past Presidents still members of the 
Association and willing to serve, the 
chairpersons of all standing and special 
committees, and the delegates, or their 
alternatives, to civic umbrella groups. The 
Board of Trustees shall inform the Executive 
Committee ofall of the affairs of the Association 
at regular meetings and shall conduct and record 
votes of the Executive Committee when 

requested to do so by any member of the 
Committee. 

Section 2: The Nominating Committee 
shall consist of three (3) members appointed by 
the Board of Trustees with no more than one (I) 
member of the Nominating Committee being a 
member of the Board of Trustees. The 
Nominating Committee shall elect a chairperson 
who will preside over their deliberations and 
present the nominees at the general membership 
meeting. The Nomination .Committee shall 
nominate at least one (I) person for each office 
and for any vacant trnstee position. Suggested 
nominations for Officers and Trustees shall be 
received by the Nominating Committee from the 
membership until two (2) weeks prior to the 
publication of its report. From these 
suggestions. and pursuant to its deliberations, 
the Nominating Committee shall compose a 
slate of Officers and Trustees for the ensuing 
membership year. This slate shall be published 
to the membership at least two (2) weeks prior 
to the annual meeting of the Association. 
Nominations for any elective position may be 
made from the floor at the annual meeting. 

Section 3: The standing committees of 
the Association shall be (a) Public Safety; (b) 
Environment;(c.) Roads and Traffic; (d) Zoning; 
(e) Schools; (f) Membership; and (g) Directory. 
Special Committees and the chairpersons of 
those Special Committees may be appointed by 
the President with the approval of the Board of 
Trustees. Special Committees shall be dissolved 
when they have discharged their functions. The 
President shall be an ex officio member of each 
Association committee, except the Nominating 
Committee. 

ARTICLEVL Meetings 

Section 1: Fifteen (I5) persons shall 
constitute a quorum of a general or special 
membership meeting. Four (4) persons shall 
constitute a quorum at a meeting of the Board of 
Trustees. Seven (7) persons shall constitute a 
quorum of the Executive Committee. Unless 
inconsistent with the laws of the State of 
Maryland or these Bylaws, the act of the 
majority of the members present and voting at a 
meeting at which a quorum is present shall be 



the act of the meeting body. If a quorum is not 
present at the time and place appointed in the 
call of the meeting. the members who are 
present may: (a) cancel the meeting: (b) select a 
new starting time on the same day: or (c.) 
reschedule the meeting. with appropriate 
notification. 

Section 2: All meetings of the 
members, Board of Trustees. or any Association 
committee shall be held within or as near the 
Association territory as practical. with date. 
time, place, and purpose included in the meeting 
call. Calls of membership meetings shall be 
published in The Luxmanor Greenshee: or 
through written notice distributed to the 
membership, not less than ten (10) nor more 
than sixty (60) days prior to· the date of the 
meeting. Where practical. calls of other 
meetings shall also be published in The 
Luxmanor Greensheet. 

Section 3: The annual meeting of the 
Association membership shall be held in May of 
each year for the purpose of electing Trustees 
and Officers and for the transaction of such 
other business as may be properly brought before 
the meeting. A general meeting of the members 
of the Association shall be held in October of 
each year. Special membership meetings shall 
be held: (l) at the call of the Board of Trustees 
or (2) upon the written petition to the Board of 
twenty-five (25) or more Association members. 
provided that the purpose(s) of the meeting is set 
forth in the petition and has not been the subject 
of a general or special membership meeting 
within one (I) year preceding the petition. Ifthe 
Board does not publish a call for a special 
membership meeting within twenty (20) 
calendar days of receiving a petition that 
complies with this Section. the petitioners are 
authorized to use Association resources to issue 
the call and conduct the meeting. 

Section 4: Minutes of meetings of the 
membership, the Board of Trustees, and the 
Executive Committee shall be maintained and 
shall be available for inspection and copying by 
any Association member. Association members 
may attend and participate in debate at any 
meeting of the Board of Trustees and of the 
Executive Committee. 

Section 5: Special meetings of the 
Board of Trustees may be called at any time by 
the President or at the request of any two (2) 
members of the Board of Trustees by notice 
delivered personally. sent by mail or 
communicated by telephone to each Trustee at 
the address as shown on the records of the 
Association. 

ARTICLE VIT. Parliamentary Guide 

Section 1: The order of business for 
meetings of the membership, Board of Trustees. 
and Executive Committee shall be: (a) call to 
order; (b) reading, possible amendment and 
approval of the minutes of the previous meeting; 
(c.) reports of Officers and communications; (d) 
reports of committees: (e) unfinished business; 
(f) new business; and (g) adjournment. 

Section 2: Roberts Rules of Order, 
Revised shall be the parliamentary guide. 

ARTICLE vm.
 
MisceUaneous Provisions
 

Section 1: The Bylaws of the 
Association may be altered by the Board of 
Trustees. subject to the approval of the 
membership at the next general or special 
meeting. 

Section 2: The official seal of the 
Association shall have inscribed thereon the 
name of the Association and the year of its 
incorporation and shall be in such form and 
contain such other words or figures as the Board 
ofTrustees shall determine. 

Section 3: The official address of the 
Association shall be that of the current elected 
or acting President of the Association. 

Section 4: The Luxmanor Greensheet 
is the official publication of the Luxmanor 
Citizens Association, Luxmanor Garden Club 
and neighborhood activities. A Luxmanor 
Greensheet representative shall be notified in 
advance of all meetings of the Executive 
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Committee and the Board of Trustees and shall 
be entitled to attend such meetings. The 
publication of The Luxmanor Greensheet shall 
be funded by the Association . 

Section 5: The fiscal. year of the 
Association shall begin on the first day of June 
and end on the 31st day of May of each year, 
coinciding with the membership year of the 
Association. 

Section 6: The outgoing Board of 
Trustees shall arrange for a financial audit, by a 
party independent of the Board of Trustees, and 
propose a budget of anticipated income and 
expenditures for the coming fiscal year. The 
incoming Board of Trustees sball review this 
budget and adopt and publish a current year 
budget. 

Section 7: Whenever possible, notice 
of plans for unbudgeted disbursements greater 
than $500 shall be given to the membership in 
The Luxmanor Greensheet or by other written 
means prior to the committee meeting at which 
final action is planned. In any event, all 
unbudgeted disbursements greater than $500 
shall be published in the Greensheet 
immediately following the meeting at which 
such disbursements were voted.
